LITERACY LEARNINGS-ountas and Pinnell Benchmark Assessment System

This week teachers and teacher aides are receiving training on how to successfully implement

the Fountas and Pinnell Benchmark Assessment System. This assessment system will be
replacing PM which means students will now be levelled using the letters A - Z. One of the
major benefits for Texas P -10 State School is that this system will be implemented from Prep
through to Year 10 which means students will not have to change to another system. In the

past students have completed PM and then had to move to another program so that teachers
could continue to track students development in reading.
